gas pipeline at the Amaco gas plant near Pointed Mountain, NT. Upon reviewing the Preliminary
Screening report of DIAND, the Mackenzie Valley Environmental Fmpact Review Board (Review
Board) called up the development, for cumulative effects and uncertainty reasons, for an environmental
assessment (EA) on its own motion under ss.126(3) of the Mackenzie Valley Resource Management Act
(MVRMA). '

Shortly after this, Ranger Oil submitted an amendment to its Land Use Permit application, and other
required authorizations, to broaden the scope of the development to include the Canadian Forest Oil N-
61 and the Chevron K-29 gas wells, as well as an altered pipeline route. It is this revised, integrated
development proposal that will be considered in this EA. A copy of the integrated development proposal
is attached for your information. |
