The Gwich’in Land and Water Board (Board) met on January 16, 2020 and considered the
Application from EGT Northwind Ltd. for Type A Land Use Permit (Permit) G19S011 for
geotechnical drilling at km 230, Dempster Highway #8 in accordance with the Mackenzie Valley
Resource Management Act (MVRMA).

The Gwich'in Land and Water Board {The Board} is satisfied that the preliminary screening of application G195011 by £GT Northwind Ltd. for the
purpose of geotechnical driliing, km 230.2 Dempster Highway #8.

has been completed in accordance with Section 125 of the Mackenzie Valley Resource Management Act. The Board is satisfied that a reasonable
period of notice was given to Communities and First Nations affected by the application as required by Subsection 63{2} of the MVRMA so that
they could provide comments to the Board.
