The Gwich’in Land and Water Board (Board) met on August6, 2020 and considered
the Application from the International Logistical Support Inc. (ILS) for Type A Land Use
Permit (Permit) G20Q005 for the extraction, temporary stockpiling and hauling of
granular materials at the existing quarry located at km 230, Dempster Highway #8
(Project) in accordance with the Mackenzie Valley Resource Management Act
(MVRMA).

DECISION:

The Gwich'in Land and Water Board (The Board) is satisfied that the preliminary screening of application G20Q005 by International Logistical Support for
the purpose of quarrying has been completed in accordance with Section 125 of the Mackenzie Valley Resource Management Act.
