On June 18, 2019, GNWT-INF submitted an application for geotechnical investigations at three different sites. The project will also

include test pitting and clearing a trail.

The purpose of the Application is to investigate potential sources of gravel for highway

maintenance. There will be no camp set up required for the project as local accommodations will be used in Fort Liard. The sites will be
accessed in the summer and winter, the access routes for two of the sites will require minor clearing of previous access trails and a
small portion of new access. In relation to the access, GNWT-INF indicate that they will not be requiring a Water Licence for the
establishment of winter access. However, if it is determined one is needed, they will apply for a Licence.

There will be a total of 20 pieces of equipment used on the project and GNWT-INF is requesting a permit term of five years with a

possible extension if needed.

DECISION

The Mackenzie Valley Land and Water Board (the Board) is satisfied that the preliminary screening of Application MV2019S0017 -
Government of the Northwest Territories - Department of Infrastructure - Geotechnical Investigation - Fort Liard Area, NT has been
completed in accordance with section 125 of the Mackenzie Valley Resource Management Act (MVRMA).

The Board is satisfied that communities and First Nations affected by the Application have been notified and provided adequate time to
provide comment on the Application as required by land claim and self government agreements, the MVRMA, policy directions relating
to Interim Measures Agreements, and any other applicable legislation and agreements.
